Recent trainees in India included 22 students, most of whom already have degrees in Linguistics and Theology.  
They will now take the training to tribal communities. A higher level of training is also implemented in the Consultant 
Training Programme. This will speed up the process of checking for accuracy in the translations.

THE MIRACLE OF THE ‘GHOST’
